Rules
 Reminder Rule for March - Casual Water

“Casual Water”     is any temporary accumulation of water on the course that is not in a water hazard and is visible before or after the player takes his stance.  Snow and natural ice, other than frost, are either casual water or loose impediments, at the option of the player.

Manufactured ice is an obstruction; Dew and frost are not casual water.

A ball is in casual water when it lies in or any part of it touches the casual water.

Rule 25.1

b. Relief

Except when the ball is in a water hazard or a lateral water hazard, a player may take relief from interference by an abnormal ground condition as follows:

(i) Through the Green: If the ball lies through the green, the player must lift the ball and drop it without penalty, within one club-length of and not nearer the hole than the nearest point of relief. The nearest point of relief must not be in a hazard or on a putting green.

When the ball is dropped within one club-length of the nearest point of relief, the ball must first strike a part of the course at a spot that avoids interference by the condition and is not in a hazard and not on a putting green.

(ii) In a Bunker: If the ball is in a bunker, the player must lift the ball and drop it either:

(a) Without penalty, in accordance with Clause (i) above, except that the nearest point of relief must be in the bunker and the ball must be dropped in the bunker or, if complete relief is impossible, as near as possible to the spot where the ball lay, but not nearer the hole, on a part of the course in the bunker that affords maximum available relief from the condition; or 

(b) Under penalty of one stroke outside the bunker keeping the point where the ball lay directly between the hole and the spot on which the ball is dropped, with no limit to how far behind the bunker the ball may be dropped.

   (iii)    On the Putting Green: If the ball lies on the putting green, the player must lift the ball       and place it, without penalty, at the nearest point of relief that is not in a hazard or, if complete relief is impossible, at the nearest position to where it lay that affords maximum available relief from the condition, but not nearer the hole and not in a hazard.  The nearest point of relief or maximum available relief may be off the putting green. 


(iii) On the Teeing Ground: If the ball lies on the teeing ground, the player must       lift the ball and drop it, without penalty, in accordance with Clause (i) above.

The ball may be cleaned when lifted under Rule 25 – 1b.

LOCAL RULES

1. OUT OF BOUNDS

a) All land outside the boundary of the course including Hotel Grounds, Car Parks, Club House, Patio and surrounds over the wall bordering 9th & 18th greens and steps.

b) Any areas defined by white marker posts.

2. WATER HAZARDS

Water hazards within the course are defined by yellow stakes with lateral water hazards marked with red stakes.

3. PLANTATIONS

Please see local rule on external pro shop notice board.

4. PROTECTION OF YOUNG TREES IDENTIFIED BY STAKES OR PLASTIC SLEEVES.

If such a tree interferes with a player’s stance or intended swing, the ball must be lifted, without penalty, and dropped in accordance with Rule 24-2(b) i.  The ball may be cleaned when lifted.

5. MOVEABLE OBSTRUCTIONS

Stones in bunkers are moveable obstructions.  Rule 24.1 applies.

6. INTEGRAL PART OF COURSE

The wall between the pond and the green on the 9th Hole – relief can be obtained with a one-stroke penalty.  Rule 2B.

7. IMMOVABLE OBSTRUCTIONS

a) All clearly defined pathways including logged edging.

b) Green keepers equipment, huts/buildings on the course and earth dumps.

c) Sprinklers, water pipes & control boxes.

d) All protective fences (except where marked white meaning O.O.B).

e) The Sculptures throughout the course.

f) Sprinkler Heads close to putting green, Rules of Golf 1.6 apply. See notice outside Pro shop.

8. GROUND UNDER REPAIR

Relief must be taken from areas of GUR (Rule 25.1)

a) Vehicle tracks on the course will be treated as Ground under Repair (this does not include feint impressions).

b) Any areas defined by a white painted border.

c) Any clearly defined flower beds.

d) French drains on the left hand side of the 1st fairway approach & around the Hotel.

PENALTY FOR BREACH OF LOCAL RULES

Match Play – Loss of Hole

Stroke Play – Two Strokes

RULES OF GOLF – SECTION 1. ETIQUETTE

The rules relating to Dress code, Courtesy Priority and Care of the Course must be observed by all players at all times.

Golf shoes are mandatory as it is correct golfing attire. 

 Always keep up with the group in front of you, if a group is waiting for you due to you falling behind you MUST allow it to play through.  

Pitch Marks must be repaired, divots must be replaced and bunkers must be raked.

THE USE OF MOBILE PHONES ON THE COURSE AND IN THE CLUBHOUSE IS NOT PERMITTED.
